Dear Mallet Player, 
 
I am looking forward to working with you this summer at IMC’s Mallet Percussion Camp! 
 
In addition to ensemble participation, there will be master classes in two-mallet and four-mallet        
technique, and maintenance and repair sessions. 
 
• It would be helpful if you can bring your own instrument (marimba or vibraphone) or borrow one 

from your school. The camp owns three marimbas, but that does not allow all students with enough 
practice time. 

• It is important that you come prepared to play a short piece/solo during a master class. If you do not 
have a complete piece/solo, you may perform a portion from one. Please choose a work such as a 2 
mallet etude on any keyboard instrument or 4 mallet solo on marimba or vibraphone. Choose  
something that reflects your level of playing.  

• During your time here at IMC, you will be working on music within private lessons and during your 
time in Master Classes with the instructor. Please be sure to bring along any music that you need 
help with or would like to work on. We want to help you as much as possible while you are here 
with us.
